-first 5 weeks – introduction, understandings, loyalties

-second 5 weeks – historical case studies, ultranationalism 

Unit Three: Internationalism 

-third 5 weeks - international involvement in global issues 

Unit Four: Canadian responses to Nationalism 

-last 3 weeks – Canadian unity, personal responses
